Finding(s) Details:  
1) Finding 1 – Onsite 128: Reviewer observed household income 

applications with same income frequency being converted to annual, 
however, no mathematical errors were observed. Only convert frequency 
to ‘annual’ when multiple income frequencies are provided on the 
household application.   
 

2) Finding 2 – Onsite 137: Reviewer observed 1 student listed properly on 
Point of Service system (MealTime), however, student was not properly 
updated on Infinite Campus eligibility list.  Infinite Campus eligibility list is 
not the determining software for eligibility.  This finding is not a POS-
eligibility error; eligibility and counts were accurate in the point of service 
system. 
 

3) Finding 3 – Onsite 137: Two students had incorrect meal eligibility in the 
meal count system (1 student was identified as inactive in the meal count 
software due to never eating, however, should be identified as reduced 
price; 1 student is listed as paid in the point of service software, but 
should be identified as free).

Finding(s) Details:  
1) Finding 4 – Onsite 401: Reviewer observed two meals containing less than 

½ c fruit and/or vegetable at lunch.  All meals claimed for reimbursement 
must contain at least 3 components, with one being ½ cup fruit and/or 
vegetable.  
 

2) Finding 5 – Onsite 409: Production Records do not display combination 
food items meeting multiple components (i.e. – cheese quesadilla 
displayed in MMA only).  Component section of production records must 
display all components pertaining to meal. 
 

3) Finding 6 – Onsite 410: Reviewer observed hash brown triangle patty 
provided on 10/3 lunch was listed on production record as ½ c credit, 
however, the product credits as ¼ c, per the product label and food 
buying guide. Reviewer provided technical assistance during menu review 
regarding component crediting with this item. 
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4) Finding 7 – Onsite 410: Beef enchilada soup recipe lists .50 MMA 
crediting, however, recipe review determines .25 MMA.  Day and week of 
menu review met minimum meat-meat alternate quantity requirements 
when paired with quesadilla.  All recipes must be properly standardized, 
including when modifications or substitutions are made; components 
must be calculated properly.  During week of menu review, reviewer 
provided technical assistance on calculating components.

Finding(s) Details:  
1) Finding 10 – Onsite 1400: Safe Food Transportation, Storage & Handling 

for all Child Nutrition Programs SOP was not found in Food Safety Plan.  
This SOP was added as a State requirement to strengthen food safety. 

 
2) Finding 11 – Onsite 1410: Reviewer observed two products with a country 

of origin outside of the USA (Mandarin Oranges, Pineapple).  At the time 
of review observation, the SFA did not have documentation to support an 
exception to the Buy American requirement.  According to the Buy 
American rule, all products provided must have a country of origin of the 
USA, or documentation must be maintained for each procurement event 
to justify purchase of product from an outside country of origin. 

 
3) Finding 8 – Offsite 1003:  Positions of wellness committee are not 

identified in the policy.  Positions of personnel involved in the review and 
update of the Local Wellness Policy must be identified in the policy. 
 

4) Finding 9 – Onsite 1105: Vending machines at HS contain products that 
do not meet Smart Snack standards, and are available during the school 
day.  Nonprogram foods sold during the school day (midnight to 30 
minutes after end of school day) must meet Smart Snack standards.
