This addresses the flexibility for determining the eligibility effective date under all methods used to directly certify students for free meal or milk benefits and applies only to school meal and milk programs. · the date of the automated data matching file in iMATCH (PrimeroEdge) which first identifies the student as eligible for direct certification;
·  the date of the benefit recipient file or document from an appropriate State or local agency (FDPIR, TANF, foster, homeless, migrant, runaway, Head Start) which first identifies the student as eligible for direct certification;
· the effective date of eligibility for free school meal or milk benefits to be the date the household or appropriate State or local agency (except SNAP) submitted the letter, list or other form of documentation to the LEA.
My SFA will: 
· use this flexibility consistently for all the direct certification methods;

· document the effective date used, such as a date stamp, to document the date lists or letters from other agencies were received, or the documented and traceable run date of automated match files or recipient benefit files from another appropriate agency; 
· extended eligibility to all children in the family as required by 7 CFR 245.6(b)(7);
· refund any money paid by or on behalf of the student for reimbursable meals or milk during the period from the free meal eligibility effective date through the date the direct certification is actually implemented at the local school; and
· claim those meals or milk at the free reimbursement rate if the student is given a refund or the debt is discharged.

· refund any money paid by or on behalf of the child for a reimbursable meal or milk prior to the eligibility determination, including forgiving accrued debt; and
· claim those meals or milk at the free reimbursement rate if the student is given a refund or the debt is discharged.
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
