Why is it important to ask questions when 
we read?

Asking and answering questions about a text helps readers better 
understand what they are reading. 
 
Central messages/themes, lessons, or morals can be determined by 
reading and retelling stories from other cultures.  
 
Describing character responses to important events helps a reader better 
comprehend the story.
