EANS spending for long-term impact   
 
This memorandum is to provide information and guidance regarding the Emergency Assistance to Non-Public Schools program, or EANS. As non-public schools consider how to spend EANS funds, the Department of Education (DOE) encourages you to think strategically about long-term needs and to consider funding high-impact activities. 
 
Costs must be reasonable and necessary to meet the overall purpose of the federal program, which is “to prevent, prepare for, and respond to” COVID-19.
 
Non-public schools can apply for their EANS funds via an application posted on DOE’s Federal COVID Funding webpage. Completed applications should be returned to Michelle Kronberg by April 15, 2021. 
Background 
The Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act (CRRSA) was signed into law on Dec. 27, 2020. It provides money for the EANS fund as part of the Governor’s Emergency Education Relief Fund (GEER), which was created by the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (CARES) in March 2020.  
 
EANS Overview 
Funds Available for Services and Assistance 
EANS funds will be available to non-public schools based on fall 2020 census enrollment. See Federal COVID Funding webpage for your school’s allocation. Look for hotlink titled “EANS GEER II Preliminary Share 2021.”
 
Period of Availability 
EANS funds will be available for reimbursement of previous expenses beginning March 13, 2020, and future assistance obligated by the school by July 24, 2021. All obligations shall need to be liquidated within 90 days. 
Allowable Activities 
A list of allowable activities follows. A non-public school may apply to seek reimbursement for allowable activities that address educational disruptions resulting from COVID-19. Items marked with an asterisk (*) are not reimbursable; however, a non-public school may request that these activities be provided in the future. DOE would consider these requests, and if approved, would contract with a vendor to provide the requested activity. 
a) Supplies to sanitize, disinfect, and clean school facilities

b) Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

c) *Improving ventilation systems, including windows or portable air purification systems (NOTE: Some portable air purification systems may be reimbursable) 
d) *Training and professional development for staff on sanitization, the use of PPE, and minimizing the spread of infectious diseases

e) Physical barriers to facilitate social distancing

f) Other materials, supplies or equipment recommended by the CDC for reopening and operation of school facilities to effectively maintain health and safety

g) Expanding capacity to administer coronavirus testing to effectively monitor and suppress the virus

h) Educational technology

i) *Redeveloping instructional plans for remote or hybrid learning or to address learning loss

j) Leasing sites or spaces to ensure social distancing

k) Reasonable transportation costs

l) *Initiating and maintaining education and support services or assistance for remote or hybrid learning or to address learning loss

Expenses reimbursed through a loan guaranteed under the PPP (15 U.S.C. 636(a)) prior to Dec. 27, 2020, are not allowed.
