Career Guidance

All students will access www.SDMyL.ife.com and use the Web site’s career guidance software to com-
plete a career interest survey in 8th grade and an aptitude assessment in 10th grade. At the end of each
grade, each student will have finished all portfolio completion standards.

The school district’s student registration handbook is organized around the 16 Career Clusters and lo-
cally developed Programs of Study. Each teacher integrates SDMyL.ife into classroom instruction.

Transition
Informational meetings with middle school and high school district staff are held in the spring of
the eighth-grade year to review educational benchmarks which include attendance, behavior, and
academics to create an action plan to address deficiencies.

Eighth-grade students are provided information about high school and given opportunities to meet
high school teachers, tour high schools, visit with high school students, and participate in any activi-
ties and events to introduce them to high school life.

Twelfth-grade students are provided opportunities to learn more about and visit post-secondary pro-
grams or career opportunities. Students are provided assistance in completing entrance paperwork,
financial aid packages, and scholarship applications.

Teacher as Advisors Program
All students participate in career guidance activities at every grade level through the Teachers as
Advisors program. Students stay with the same advisor/group throughout high school.

The Teacher as Advisors curriculum follows the guidelines of the South Dakota Comprehensive
School Counseling framework. School districts have a structure in place to operate and evaluate the
program. School counselors, teachers, and administrators participate in professional development to
assist them in implementing career guidance activities.
