


	Transition Section of IEPs 16 years and older: Indicator 13

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Measurement
Percent of youth with IEPs (aged 16 and above) whose IEP includes appropriate measurable postsecondary goals that are annually updated and based upon an age-appropriate transition assessment; transition services, including courses of study, that will reasonably enable the student to meet those postsecondary goals; and annual IEP goals related to the student's transition needs. Districts must document evidence that the student was invited to the IEP team meeting where transition services were discussed. Districts must also document that, when appropriate, a representative of any participating agency was invited to the IEP team meeting. Prior consent must be obtained from either the parent or the student who has reached the age of majority for such invitation.

X 100 = % of students with appropriate transition components

	Strategies to Analyze Transition Data
· Utilize the Indicator 13 checklist throughout school year: July 1 to June 30
· Did the student review their transition assessments, identify their strengths and needs, and set goals for the IEP? 
· Did the IEP team have an in-depth conversation about the needs of the student to be successful in post-secondary goals?
· Did the team invite an outside adult agency to describe types of assistance the student can receive after high school? Did parent(s) sign the consent to invite the outside agency?
· Does the transition activity have a predictor of post-school success?  (see http://www.nsttac.org/content/evidence-based-practices )
· Has the team and student considered the supports needed in post-secondary and employment?  (person or technology assistance)
· Do parents, student, and teachers utilize information from SD MyLife, personal learning plans, and resources on www.tslp.org site?
· Did the IEP team utilize the transition checklist and TA guide for Transition in the IEP (http://www.tslp.org/schools.htm )?
· Did school personnel contact the Transition Service Liaison in their region to provide information on resources for the team consider?
· Are students participating in general ed. courses, capstone experiences, SD MyLife, etc.?
