


	Least Restrictive Environment for ages 3-5: Indicator 6

	Measurement
Students ages 3 - 5 with IEPs attending A.) an early childhood (EC) program with at least 50% non-disabled peers and receiving the majority of SPED and related services within that setting, and B.) a separate special education class, separate school or residential facility. 

	Calculation
A. # of Students ages 3-5 with IEPs attending an EC program with at least 50% non-disabled peers, and receiving the majority of special education and related services within that setting Codes 310 & 325
(# Students with LRE Codes 310+325
÷
Total # Students with IEPs) X 100 =
% of students receiving majority of services in the LRE

B. # of Students ages 3-5 with IEPs attending a separate special education class, separate school, or residential facility codes 335, 345, 355 
(# Students with LRE Codes 335 + 345 + 355
÷
Total # Students with IEPs) X 100 =
% of students receiving majority of services in a separate class or school, or residential facility
Example
4 students in Regular EC Program – majority of SPED services in general ed. classroom (310 & 325)
5 students in Regular EC Program – majority of SPED services in another location (315 & 330)
10 students in a separate SPED classroom (335)
0 students in a separate school (345)
0 students in a residential facility (355)
0 students receiving SPED services at home (365)
1 student receiving SPED services at a provider or other location (375)
20 total students ages 3-5 with IEPs
A. (4 ÷ 20) X 100 = 20% receiving majority services in the LRE
B. [(10 + 0 + 0) ÷ 20] X 100 = 50% receiving majority of services in a separate class or school, or residential facility

	Collection Method
Information is collected through SIMS utilizing Special Education records.

	
	Collection Dates
Districts enter SIMS data throughout the school year
State collects district data through December 1 Child Count

	
	District Submission Date
Districts verify and sign off on the December 1 Child Count



	Important Notes
On child count, students ages 3-5 years old are considered Early Childhood, even if in kindergarten. 

	Strategies to Analyze LRE for 3-5 Data:
· Is the team utilizing the Decision Tree for Coding to help determine Least Restrictive Environment? 
· Is the team determining Least Restrictive Environment based on the child’s needs? (ex. Child evaluation shows needs in social-emotional – team considers early childhood placement in the community because preschool within the school district is not available. 
· Is the team having a discussion with the child’s parents about where the child spends their day? (ex. Child attends center based daycare – are these hours being included in calculation for early childhood setting?)
· Is the team collaborating with local daycares, preschools, and other early childhood settings to coordinate services?
