Stage 1—Desired Results

Stage 2—Assessment Evidence & Learning Plan



    Summative Evidence: Students will complete and store a personal learning plan by recording the courses they will take, are taking, and plan to take in the future in order to organize their courses to meet their career goals.Materials needed: List of courses available and HS graduation requirements, Computers and access to SD MyLife/Career Cruising Website for each student



Introduction: 
1. Explain to students that a Personal Learning Plan is a way to organize courses they have taken, are taking, and will take in the future in order to help them organize their courses to meet their career goals. 
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2. Ask students, “What factors do you consider when choosing courses each semester?” Jot answers on the board. (Examples: interest, the teacher, what is available and fits…..). Add to their list if not already discussed: how much education do you need to pursue a career, important subject areas to the career,  and what courses are required to be accepted at the postsecondary program you want to attend. Remind students that High School is to prepare them for moving on in life so a personal learning plan is important to complete and update each year they are in high school.

3. Transition to instruction by telling the students that the Career Cruising Website they have been using to research careers and postsecondary education options will allow them to create and save a personal learning plan that they can revisit and update each year of their high school career.

Instruction
1. Have students log into the My Portfolio portion of the SD MyLife Website.
2. Have students click on the blue PERSONAL LEARNING PLAN button.
3. If students have not already saved careers to their portfolio, they may explore career options now or this step can be skipped and updated at a later time……
Under the “Suggested Subject Areas”, student will see a chart with saved careers. They can view subject area recommendations for each career by clicking on the VIEW SUGGESTIONS link for that career. This gives students a starting point for thinking about what courses to select.
4. On the PERSONAL LEARNING PLAN page, have students select their grade level from the drop down menu.
5. Have students select the courses they have already taken, are taking, and plan to take from the dropdown menu in the Course Name field. (If your school has not pre-entered their courses, students can type in each course name and then use the drop down menu to enter the rest of the entry.)
6. Once the students have completed the courses for their grade level, have them click on SAVE COURSES.
7. Have them select their next grade level from the Grade drop down menu and enter the courses they will take during that school year by repeating steps 5 and 6.
8. Have students continue to enter their course information through grade 12. Remind them to click on the SAVE COURSES button each time they exit a grade level.

9. Once students complete their plan, have them complete the following checklist to be sure their plan satisfies all of the essential questions above.
· Do your course selections meet your school’s graduation requirements?
· Do your course selections meet postsecondary school prerequisites for subject area?
· Do your course selections meet postsecondary school prerequisites for academic level?
· Do your course selections meet the Board of Regents Opportunity Scholarship requirements?

1. Remind them that they can update their Personal Learning Plan at any time to better meet their career goals.

Lesson Accommodation/Modification Ideas:
Presentation- Read to students or use screen reader
