Accommodation for the NAEP Assessment

The NAEP assessment will be administered in the spring 2017 for grades 4 and 8 for Reading and
Math. This assessment is given to a sampling of students across the nation. Students with disabilities
are included in the sampling. Not all accommodations are appropriate for the NAEP assessment how-
ever many are similar to what is provided on the state assessment. These accommodations should be
included on the student’s IEP. A link to those accommodations is coming soon.

Federal Program Highlights

NEW Eligibility Determination
Documents

SD SEP (Special Education Programs)
has developed a series of new docu-
ments that may be used to help deter-
mine eligibility for special education.

The previous eligibility document is still
available on the SD SEP website but
should not be used with the new docu-
ments. All the documents can be found
at http://doe.sd.gov/oess/sped-
IEP.aspx in the Referral/Eligibility table
about half way down the page with the
previous documents in the left hand
column.

The new documents are in the right

hand column. To use the new docu-
ments, start with the main determina-
tion of eligibility document; and print
and add the separate disability catego-
ry documents that are suspected disa-
bilities for the student. There is a direc-
tions for completing the main eligibility
document on this website as well.

Districts should choose between the
new documents and the previous doc-
uments, but shouldn’t use the two
together.
