· Displays pride in SDASP and NASP and represents school psychology well
· Well informed about NASP standards and goals

To submit a nomination, simply type up a description of why the candidate should be considered for this award.  Be sure to give specific examples of exemplary services to children and describe the candidate in terms of the selection criteria.  Nominations should be submitted to a SDASP Regional Representative by Wednesday August 12th, 2015.
