			 Whole class instruction -- On board or PowerPoint.  Instruct students how to select their ‘best’ poem and edit/revise. Ask for volunteers to read example. Revisions may include: switching line order, enhancing figurative language with more or fewer words, adding or eliminating punctuation
			Work time for revisions.
			Daily grade consists of behavior and participation in class.  Have each pair submit only one poem to be featured somewhere in class.
