Word Completion allows students to begin writing a word and choose from a list of words that have been predicted from word frequency and syntax rules. Students who have documented motor or orthopedic impairments, which severely impairs their ability to provide written or typed responses without the use of assistive technology, may use word completion.

Embedded versions- are built into the testing platform
Non-embedded versions -use a program that has been downloaded onto the student's computer. Permissive mode is needed in order for this version to be used.
