USDA Memo SP 02-2026, CACFP 01-2026, SFSP 01-2026 – Dietary Guidelines for Americans, 2025-2030 – Eat Real Food  
On February 11, USDA released a memo titled Dietary Guidelines for Americans – 2025-2030 – Eat Real Food. This memo 
informs CNP operators of the release of the Dietary Guidelines for Americans that were released on January 7, 2026. The 
release of the new dietary guidelines kicks off a multi-year effort to update USDA’s child nutrition programs based on 
this guidance. FNS is actively developing a proposed rule to update nutrition standards and meal pattern requirements 
to align with the goals of the new dietary guidelines. Additionally, USDA is developing an education campaign to 
accompany this new edition of the guidelines to support healthy eating outside of school settings. 
 
Until a final rule implementing changes to the meal pattern requirements is complete, all program operators should 
continue meeting current requirements. Once a rule is released, CANS will share that information and updates to the 
requirements via our normal channels.

Farm to Child Nutrition Reminders or Updates:  
 

Farm to School Grants will be available very soon 

The grant objective will support Farm to School (F2S) initiatives that expand children’s knowledge and exposure to foods 

grown and eaten in SD. Application deadline will be April 20, 2026. This is a competitive grant process, and applications 

will be approved on a rolling basis. All projects must be completed by Sept. 15, 2026. Grants funding is at a minimum of 

$1,000 to a maximum of $15,000. There will be office hours available for questions. The list of dates/times will be on the 

first page of the grant application information. Also note: Everyone (other than public schools) is required to complete

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USDA Memo SP 03-2026, CACFP 02-2023, SFSP 02-2026 – Incorporating Local Beef into Child Nutrition Program Meals 

On February 19, USDA released a memo titled Incorporating Local Beef into Child Nutrition Program Meals. This memo 
outlines steps that already exist within the Child Nutrition Programs to utilize local beef. The memo also provides links to 
several resources that CNP operators can utilize if they are interested in serving local beef.   
 

One of those resources is memo SP 01-2016, CACFP 01-2016, and SFSP 01-2016. This memo was revised in November of 

2023. This document answers several questions related to buying local meat, poultry, seafood, and eggs. The memo 

seeks to clarify the regulatory requirements related to food safety and has a helpful FAQ as part of the memo.  Here is

What is Seamless Summer Option? 

This program is available to schools participating in the school nutrition programs. SSO is an extension of the National 

School Lunch and Breakfast Program designed for schools that wish to provide meals over the summer months to their 

communities, but do not want to change program operations to meet the requirements of the Summer Food Service 

Program (SFSP). If you are planning to operate the Seamless Summer Option (SSO), please reach out to CANS to update 

your application. Applications open in iCAN on March 20. If you need a refresher on SSO operations, you can access the 

training video available on our DOE Professional Learning Platform. 

 

Grab and Go 

If you are interested in operating a grab and go model for SSO, please reach out to CANS at 

DOE.Schoollunch@state.sd.us by March 13. Grab and go has training requirements that must be met prior to 

operations.
