1. Course Description

Statement: This course is designed to empower high school students to take charge of and set a path for their future. It will also prepare them to graduate with marketable skills and real-world work connection. The Department of Labor predicts that 8 of the 20 fastest growing occupations are in healthcare service. The need for healthcare professionals in the U.S. is expected to increase  27% by the year 2014.
