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Course Code: 14051
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1. Course Description

Statement: This course is designed to empower high school students to take charge of and set a path for their future. It will also prepare them to graduate with marketable skills and real-world work connection. The Department of Labor predicts that 8 of the 20 fastest growing occupations are in healthcare service. The need for healthcare professionals in the U.S. is expected to increase 27% by the year 2014. This course allows students to recognize their unique abilities relating to healthcare careers and assists them to find a pathway to success.

This course prepares individuals to perform routine nursing-related services to patients in hospitals or long-term care facilities, under the training and supervision of a registered nurse or
licensed practical nurse.
