Introduction
Have students think of someone they admire and write down three qualities about that person that they admire. Tell students that many times, the characteristics they admire in another often reflect qualities they would like to have personally. These three qualities the students listed could be seen as goals—personal goals for them to achieve.   
Instruction
1. [image: ][image: ]Hold a class discussion by first asking the class for a list of goals. These goals could be personal, team-based, project-based, or community-based—you name it. Write these goals on the board. Next ask students for a list of educational goals, goals that would apply directly to their lives. List these on the board. Ask the students to prioritize these goals. 
	Why would some students prioritize this list differently than another student?
2. Hand out the goal planning and implementation guide and have students complete it individually. As them to think honestly about a subject area in school they would like to improve. This goal planning and implementation can be used to achieve academic success. 
3. When students have finished, have a brief discussion summarizing their ideas with the higher order thinking prompts below.

Closure/Wrap Up

Have students write the three qualities they admire from the beginning of class on a sticky note and have them hang it in their locker. Remind them to work towards those qualities every day.
