Summative Evidence: Students will give a two minute impromptu speech about a random school supply item they draw out of a bag to enhance their public speaking skills. Materials needed:
bag of random school supplies
(one item per student)



 
Introduction
Briefly discuss with the students the importance of public speaking:
Regardless of whom you are and what type of job you currently have or plan to have, there's a good chance that one day you will be required to make a speech in public. It may be a presentation for your colleagues, a statement at a community meeting, or a report to your church community. Whatever the purpose, you need to be prepared for that day. 
Importance of Public Speaking: 

Employers consistently rank public speaking and related communication skills as one of the top skills they look for in employees.

Being an effective public speaker gives you the tools to make a difference in your business, in your community, even in the world.
Instruction
1.  Tell students that today they will give a 2 minute impromptu (spontaneous) speech.  You may not write out your speech.  You should make your speech clear and well-organized.  You may start with a one sentence attention-getter and move quickly into the main point.  You might preview 2 or 3 of your main points.  If you wish, you may use the white board to make your points.
For Your topic:  You will draw and item out of a bag.  Try to sell the class whatever that item is. (Item Ideas: white out, highlighter, scissors, stapler, paper punch, etc.)
Advice:  You need to be very persuasive.  Organize your speech according to the main benefits of the product.  Also anticipate reasons why someone wouldn't want to buy whiteout and try to refute those reasons.
3. Students will give their speeches in random order, when their names are drawn. Make sure students are watching the clock so they fulfill but do not surpass the two minute time limit.
