Summative Evidence: Students will complete a Team Work Questionnaire to find out how comfortable they are with team work. Next they will complete the Man on the Moon Activity sheet where they must make personal situations for a scenario before they are placed into a group and must make the same decisions cooperatively as a group. Materials needed:
Team Work Questionnaire
(one per student)
Man on the Moon Activity Sheet
(one per student)



 

Introduction
[image: ]Have the words “self-confidence, cooperation, flexibility, willingness to compromise and listening skills” listed on the board when students enter the classroom. These words should be titled “Qualities of a Team Player.” Let students know that the activity is about teamwork. Ask students for more words that would fit “Qualities of a Team Player.” 
[image: ]Instruction
1. [image: ]First have the students individually assess their comfort level of team work with the Team Work Questionnaire. This should only take a few minutes. Ask the students:
         Are you surprised by your results? Why or why not?
2. Give each student a copy of the “Lost on the Moon” worksheet. Ask each student to complete the worksheet activity individually.
3. [image: ]Next, break students into groups of 4-6. Each group should work as a team to reach the most logical solution.

4. Let each of the groups announce their decision to the class. Have them discuss how they reached their decision. 
5. After the team activity, discuss what the students learned.
[image: ]What were some of the obstacles that interfered with your team’s ability to reach a group goal?
   Did someone dominate the discussion/decision process?
   Did someone refuse to compromise?
   Did someone refuse to participate?
   Did someone get off the subject?
   Did anyone feel that their point of view was not respected?
What are some of the skills needed to overcome the obstacles as a team?

Closure/Wrap Up
Emphasize to students that every job involves some teamwork.  Because decisions affect everyone on the job, it is often necessary to make decisions as a team rather than an individual. Therefore, it is important for you to develop the skills necessary to work as a team.
