[bookmark: _GoBack]The Division of Educational Services and Support, through the federally-funded Title III English Language Acquisition Program, will reimburse undergraduate and graduate tuition up to $1100/teacher for up to 10 teachers who successfully complete the coursework. For the Fall 2013 semester, courses are provided by South Dakota State University and Augustana College. At this time, the SDDOE will only be able to reimburse each of the 10 teachers that are selected for one, three - credit course per semester.   Priority will be given to teacher’s geographic location of the district and needs of district with ELL students. Any remaining openings after the two priorities will be drawn by lottery.  Cost to participants will be Internet access, tuition over the amount allowed by DESS, books and incidentals.

In order to be reimbursed for your tuition, the process for registration and tuition reimbursement must be completed exactly as follows:

	Step 1: Complete the DOE “Course Registration Authorization” form enclosed with this email and get it signed by your district’s representative; send a hard copy to the person noted on the form.
	Step 5: Obtain all other required materials (ex: internet access, incidentals).

	Step 2: Complete registration through either Augustana or SDSU.  Provide tuition payment information.
	Step 6: Complete all course requirements.

	Step 3: DOE will confirm that you have successfully registered and are one of the 10 participants.  Register early, these courses have filled up quickly.
	Step 7: Upon successful completion of the course, notify your district business manager and request tuition reimbursement from the school district.  Your district will send forms to DOE.

	Step 4: When enrollment is confirmed by SDSU and Augustana, and you have been notified by DOE of participation, order the required textbooks if applicable.
	Step 8:  DOE forwards funds to your district for staff successfully completing the course.  Your district will issue you a check.
